Phonic - Sorting Vowel Sounds
Purpose: To learn to hear various vowel sounds 

Materials: 

· Ten shoeboxes for each group

· About 100 word cards, each using the sound of only one vowel

Procedure:

The team captain draws a card.  Students read it and listen for a specific vowel sound.  They then analyze the word and place it into the correctly marked short or long a, e, i or u shoebox.
