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	3. E - Evaluate if the list is complete and plan how to organize the ideas that will be used to generate supporting sentences.
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	4. A - Activate the paragraph with a short and simple declarative topic sentence.
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	5. S - Supply supporting sentences based on items from the list.
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	6. E - End with a concluding sentence that rephrases the topic sentence, and evaluate the written work for errors in capitalization, punctuation, spelling, and appearance. 
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
