Drawing New Words
Vocabulary
Purpose:
To build vocabulary and improve dictionary skills
Materials:

· A number of 3” X 5” cards with new vocabulary words written in a sentence (underline the new word)
· Dictionary

Procedure:

The cards are shuffled and placed face down on the table.  Students then take turns picking up a card, reading the sentence, and defining the underlined word.  Another student looks up the word in the dictionary to see if the definition is correct.
