STRATEGY NAME:  Guided listening

SKILL AREA: Listening

STRATEGY: 
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	1. The teacher asks the student to try to remember everything she is about to hear.
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	2. The teacher lectures or plays a recorded selection.  If the teacher lectures, she records it.
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	3. The teacher reminds the student about the instructions that were given.  She then writes everything on the chalkboard without making any corrections or asking specific questions.
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	4. The teacher reads everything listed on the board and asks the student to note incorrect information and think about missing information.
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	5. The student listens to the tape again, corrects inaccurate information, and obtains missing information.
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	6. The information on the chalkboard is ammended and expanded.
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	7. The teacher asks which ideas on the chalkboard are the main and important ideas and which ones should be remembered for a long time.  She highlights these items.
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	8.  Now that the student has mastered the literal content of the selection, the teacher asks inferential questions that appear vital for understanding.
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	9. The teacher erases the chalkboard and tests memory with items that are not too dependent on reading or writing skills.
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	10.  The teacher tests long-term memory with a similar test several weeks later.
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
